	In A level Drama and Theatre Studies students will have the opportunity to develop performance skills in many different areas. Students also gain a greater understanding of how theatre is developed from page to stage.

	AS Level units
	Content

Unit 1:

Exploration of drama and theatre, workshop study of two plays, culminating in the completion of a set of exploration notes.  Study of Brecht or Stanislavski; watch and evaluate live theatre.  This unit is 100% controlled assessment.

Unit 2:

Text in performance - students take part in a production.  They also perform a monologue or duologue.  They are assessed on preparation, performance and evaluation of their work.

Unit 3:

Exploration of Dramatic Performance.  Students devise an original piece of theatre.

Unit 4:

Theatre text in context.  Study a play from the perspective of a director.  Study and research the original performance of a play.  This is assessed through a written examination.



	How is this subject taught and assessed?
	There is classroom learning as part of the course but much of the time is spent doing practical performance work in the drama studio. Assessment is by a combination of written exams, coursework and both internally and externally assessed performances.
