ADMISSIONS CRITERIA FOR ENTRY TO

PREPARATORY DEPARTMENT IN SEPTEMBER 2011

Victoria College is a non-denominational school and welcomes children from all backgrounds.  
Admission to P1 (Year 1)
Prospective pupils will be invited to meet with the Head of the Preparatory Department or a deputy and the appropriate teacher, who will advise the Headmistress whether an offer of a place may be made. 

1.
Pupils entering P1 should be of compulsory school age (that is, they should have


reached the age of four years before 2 July in the year in which they will enter P1).

2.
In the event of P1 being over-subscribed, the following criteria, will apply in the following 


order.

(a)  Strong connection with the College.  The following criteria will be applied in the 


following order:-

(i)
Sister in the Preparatory Department or secondary school of Victoria College. 

(ii)
Membership of the Play Group or Pre-School class for a minimum of one school year. 


(iii)
Applicant is a child of a permanent member of the staff of the College.


(iv)
Mother of the applicant attended Victoria College or Richmond Lodge School (name and date of attendance to be supplied).

(v)
Applicant is the first born girl in the family.

(vi)
Sister of the applicant attended Victoria College or Richmond Lodge School (name and date of attendance to be supplied).

(vii)
Grandmother of the applicant attended Victoria College or Richmond Lodge School (name and date of attendance to be supplied).

(viii)
Aunt of the applicant attended Victoria College or Richmond Lodge School (name and date of attendance to be supplied).

(b)  Brother is/was at RBAI Preparatory School (Inchmarlo) or the Senior School.

(c)
Membership of the Play Group or Pre-School class for less than a full school year.

(d)
Date of receipt of initial formal written application to either the Pre-School, the Play Group or the Preparatory Department.

As an exception to criterion 2(d) special consideration may be given to a late application which is 
the result of an unforeseen change in family circumstances. 

Admissions Criteria - P2 - P7 (Years 2 - 7)
Prospective pupils will be invited to meet with the Head of the Preparatory Department or a deputy and the appropriate teacher, who will advise the Headmistress whether an offer of a place may be made.

Prospective pupils should normally be of the appropriate age for the class which they propose to enter.

2.
When prospective pupils are being considered for admission to any of these classes, the 
following criteria will apply:

(a)
Pupils seeking admission will be expected to demonstrate levels of attainment 


appropriate to their age level.  This assessment will be carried out by the relevant 



class teacher.  


(b)
If there are more suitably qualified applicants than there are places available, the 



following criteria, in the following order, will apply:

(i)
Date of receipt of initial application form.

(ii)
Strong connection with the school, applied in the order for P1 entry as in 2(a) (i)-(vii) above.

3.
As an exception to criterion 2(b)(i) special consideration may be given to a late application which is the result of an unforeseen change in family circumstances.
